Annotation. The 21st century is the time of advancement in science, technology,
and education. The importance of the English language has increased with the
emergence of our nation on the world arena and the development of international
relations. Our goal is to develop a specialist who is proficient in English, competitive,
and capable of using his knowledge in a variety of communication contexts. Since
English is a global language with a solid reputation all over the world, there are
several details that must be considered when learning the language. Learning a
language entails overcoming many obstacles. Some of the challenging circumstances
require a critical component of grammar and vocabulary instruction. The

communicative approach of teaching is prioritized in current foreign language

teaching techniques. Therefore, grammar and vocabulary remain limited inside
confined frameworks for the last decades, however we should not forget how
competitive and professional role vocabulary and grammar play in mastering a foreign
language. Obviously, teaching vocabulary and grammar are interconnected in the
educational process. We attempted to explore the importance of grammar and
vocabulary in English classes in this study. The importance of vocabulary and
grammar in the modern communicative technique of teaching the language, as well as
the types of vocabulary and ways of teaching English, are all examined. The article
addresses the survey results, including students' attitudes toward a foreign language
in general, to teaching vocabulary and grammar, techniques, and activities preferable
by students in teaching vocabulary and grammar. English instructors were interviewed
as well, and they revealed interactive tools and platforms to assist students improve
their vocabulary and grammar.

Introduction

Learning a foreign language, especially English, has become one of the most
crucial requirements of the modern society and one of the primary ways of fostering
international contacts at all levels of the educational system due to the country's
integration into the global community. The government-approved curriculum, the
required higher education standard, the idea behind the growth of foreign language
education in the Republic of Kazakhstan, and other normative documents are all
followed while teaching foreign languages. The communicative approach of education,
where speaking is accomplished via communication, through speech scenarios, on the
basis of simulating communication situations, is taken into consideration by
contemporary ways of teaching foreign languages. That is, alongside reading, writing,
listening, speaking, and other tasks, grammar and vocabulary are taught in everyday
classes in today's modern classrooms. In other words, rather than serving as the primary
goal of language acquisition, vocabulary and grammar are seen as auxiliary or
supplemental. Although this is a pedagogically solid method, there may be times when
the lesson's primary focus is on vocabulary and grammar. However, some students
struggle with grammar and vocabulary, and they do poorly on competitive
examinations, in job interviews, or in English classes. D. Noonan claims that grammar
instruction frequently takes place separately from the core subject matter. Single
phrases are supplied to the students, which they must learn through repetition and
grammatical transformation exercises. Despite the fact that the goal of these activities
iIs to teach learners formal, declarative material, if they are unable to explore
grammatical structures in context, they will not be able to develop procedural abilities
for communicating effectively and recognizing patterns in the relationships between
meaning and usage (Noonan, 1998). "Despite the fact that it is nearly impossible to
learn to speak a foreign language without understanding the grammar, the new

standards for teaching foreign languages do not mandate hard activities like teaching
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the language's grammatical underpinnings in-depth conceptually. The development of
communication skills, the capacity for communication, and mastery of the language
used in communication are given priority " (Shilova, Grigorieva, 2019, p. 26).

And Wilkins asserts that "without a lexicon, you can transmit nothing" (Wilkins,
1976, p. 210) if you don't grasp grammar. The following academics agree that
vocabulary is the most crucial of the three key components of learning a foreign
language, together with phonetics and grammar. In traditional English classes, words
and phrases from lists are taught one by one, students are presented with sentences they
do not understand, and both teachers and students work hard to learn and recall new
terms, but the results are said to be unsatisfactory (Pan, Xu, 2011). The suggested work
will analyze the aims and techniques, methods for teaching vocabulary and grammar,
discuss practical significance of interdependence the vocabulary and grammar, address
the findings. The results of questionnaire and interview will be analyzed as well.

Literature review

What is vocabulary and grammar? The term "grammar™ originates from the
Greek "grammatike tekhne," which is translated as "art of letters". There are various
definitions of grammar available today. According to the Oxford Dictionary, grammar
is defined as "the rules for altering the form of words and linking them into sentences
in a language” (Oxford dictionary). The study of grammar is a branch of linguistics
which examines the rules for appropriately creating meaningful speech pieces in a
language's grammar (word forms, syntagms, sentences, texts). Grammar uses general
grammatical principles to convey these regularities (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2010).
Passov defines grammar as "the structure of the language and the science of this
structure" (Passov, 1991, p. 97) and Rogova suggests the grammatical skill of speaking
"the consistently correct and automated, communicatively motivated use of
grammatical phenomena in oral speech” (Rogova, 1991, p. 78). As we know from
practice, teaching grammar is focused more on practice than on grammar rules.

The word "Vocabulary" from the ancient Greek language means "related to the
word; word; expression of speech. Vocabulary is the vocabulary of a language, a set of

words of a particular language, parts of a language and ‘all the words of a language'
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(Cambridge Dictionary). Vocabulary is beneficial in a communicative approach to
language training since meaning is crucial to learning and comprehending English as
a second language (Clouston, 1994). Therefore, when we teach vocabulary, all aspects
of vocabulary are captured, as vocabulary usage in science (grammar), when
consumption (content), how consumption (function), how to pronounce vocabulary
(pronunciation), etc. And this means that learning vocabulary involves learning the
language as a whole.

Teaching vocabulary and grammar. Without a doubt, the fundamental building
blocks of any language are grammar and vocabulary. Teaching grammar and
vocabulary is the most responsible process in learning English and the most
challenging process in language teaching (Yeshengazina, 2018). Additionally, learning
English is a fascinating process and phenomena in and of itself. While teaching
grammar and vocabulary, we also emphasize the four fundamental language abilities.
When a student has a wide amount of vocabulary, he may use the language in a variety
of situations and on a variety of subjects. The English language instructor employs his
or her teaching methodology, sets goals and objectives, develops a curriculum in line
with those goals, gathers control tasks, and chooses the content to teach vocabulary
and grammar. This may be the case if the instructor notices that particular grammatical
constructions are frequently overlooked or misinterpreted and if these constructions
are seen to be crucial for meaning communication. Because in the era of cutting-edge
innovation, the instructor's teaching approach is very important for stimulating
students' interest in a subject using conventional teaching methods. It needs sufficient
effort and high qualified tutor to learn grammar and vocabulary. Grammar knowledge
alone does not suffice to communicate in a foreign language, as was previously shown.

However, if we take into account that grammar is a essential part of language,
grammar becomes crucial to the learning process. In order to become proficient in
speaking English, mastering grammar is therefore a fundamental component in
learning English (Harmer, 2007). Grammar is an efficient, competence-based, and
structural phenomena of language. Grammar "frees us from the limits of context and

lexical categorization,”" according to Widdowson (Widdowson, 2003, p. 24). Cook
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differentiated the following types of grammar: a) a technique for describing what
individuals should say opposed to what they actually say (prescriptive grammar);
b) a process of defining grammatical structures used in English schools for decades,
modeled on Latin and other classical languages' grammars; c) a sentence-description
scheme based on the notion that simpler structures can be combined to form bigger
ones (structured grammar); d) speakers' awareness of the verbal and grammatical rules
that govern language (linguistic); e) Integrating components of (b) and (c) in EFL
grammar (Cook, 2008).

Spencer asserts that developing vocabulary is "the greatest degree of language
acquisition" (Spencer, 1996, p. 54). Functional and meaningful vocabulary are the two
categories that Finocchiaro separates (Finocchiaro, 1989). Functional vocabulary is
swiftly and automatically picked up in a logical order and link. Small groups are used
to teach meaningful language while simulating "actual™ circumstances the dictionary
penetrates into all spheres, helping to describe not only real life, but also "fantasy"
(Rogova, Saharova, Rabinovich, 1991, p. 201). This is because of the dictionary's
nominative function.

Kaufmann differentiates between active and passive vocabulary (Kaufmann,
2017). Passive vocabulary is made up of terms that pupils comprehend but are unable
to employ. In contrast, active vocabulary refers to the phrases that pupils comprehend
and utilize when speaking or writing.

Grammar and vocabulary are the foundations of communication. We can
successfully explain our opinions if we use communication correctly. The use of
grammar and vocabulary is the most suitable in writing and speaking, in listening and
reading, as conveying ideas in an efficient and orderly manner helps pupils enhance
their communication abilities.

Because vocabulary is a collection of words, the greater the number of words,
the richer the language. This gives the language more diversity, and the words combine
to produce speech. As a result, in order to communicate effectively in a foreign
language, a student must continually seek to extend his vocabulary. In terms of the

dictionary's function, "humans can only describe a few things without grammar, but
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they cannot express themselves without language™ (Vaisburd, 2001, p. 94). Lewis
contends that vocabulary development is critical in mastering foreign languages and
language skills since hearing, speaking, reading, writing, and interpreting are all
impossible without vocabulary (Lewis, 1993).

In terms of the goals of teaching grammar and vocabulary, the goal of teaching
vocabulary comprises the construction of active and passive vocabulary on the
Standard Program's assigned themes. To do this, it is vital to create circumstances for
spoken communication in the classroom, as well as to replicate actual life in the
learning environment. N. D. Galskova and E. G. Tareva note that "The capacity to
utilize language in a novel setting, in non-standard situations, is the greatest degree of
knowledge and competence™ (Galskova, Tareva, 2012, p. 4).

Using a dictionary serves two purposes:

1) development of lexical resource for four types of language skills;

2) enhancement of lexical resource (Makoshina, 2018).

At the same time, the crucial purpose of vocabulary instruction is to help students
estimate the lexical meaning of unknown terms in context. While developing students'
practical speaking abilities, it is important to remember the overall educational aims of
vocabulary teaching.

Grammar teaching methods and forms are critical and are determined by how
the foreign language instructor provides the grammatical content. According to
E. I. Passov, the aims of teaching grammar stem from the goals of teaching a foreign
language in general, namely the capacity to engage in four linguistic activities (Passov,
1991). One of the aims of teaching grammar, according to debate, is to help the student
in speaking. Grammar balances the diverse structures of language and directs and
redirects the critical and required meanings and parameters of language (Debata, 2013).
"Because the learner is unfamiliar with the linguistic system, phenomena, and methods
of operation, all of them must be mastered, functionally introduced to the mind, and
then transferred to an intuitive implementation plan" (Klimentenko, Mirolyubov, 1981,
p. 29). Cook also stresses the teacher's responsibility in determining the best grammar

and language learning methods. "How grammar is taught should mirror the purposes
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of teaching grammar.” It is observed that grammar is a meaningful and genuine
phenomena of language, and that grammar facilitates language advancement (Cook,
2008, p. 36). J. Harmer notes that "grammar is a crucial component in learning English
since it permits you to build proficiency in using English" (Harmer, 2001, p. 101).
Based on scientific data, it is necessary to determine that by teaching grammar, we
teach the structure of the language, the ability to use grammar in practice, and the
purpose of its teaching, and it is possible to conclude that functional teaching,
meaningful and true renewal of thought, the teacher has a leading role.

So, a dictionary is a collection of words, and it is widely held that the greater the
number of words in a language, the richer the language. Meanwhile, grammar
reinforces or limits the language's area of application, while vocabulary expands the
language's boundless boundaries. This equilibrium allows for a diverse range of
linguistic forms. Synonyms, antonyms, meaning, phrases, and diverse structures all
contribute to language improvement. The accurate structure of the statement is
dependent on the correct use of grammar and vocabulary. If a grammatical fault occurs
in the phrase, the word expression "saves" it by providing meaning. Thus, vocabulary
and grammar interact to generate language skills.

Grammar and vocabulary instruction methods. Throughout the history of
teaching foreign languages, numerous techniques of instruction have been and continue
to be utilized. The approach for teaching a foreign language has evolved and altered
over time, as have new relevant and innovative teaching methods. Traditional, even
outdated teaching methods are still utilized in foreign language classrooms; for
example, some teachers employ grammar-translation and text-translation approaches
during language instruction. However, there are professors that structure classes in a
variety of ways and using a variety of methodologies. In our study, we attempted to
assess some of the strategies employed in the teaching process in terms of vocabulary
and grammatical usage. Each approach has its own set of pros and downsides.

The Grammar Translation Method is fully focused on assisting students in
learning and appreciating other languages and literature. To translate into the target

language, grammar instruction was applied. Grammar instruction consisted on
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remembering the rules of various sentence patterns, and grammars were taught
prescriptively and guided by the laws of the language being taught, with a greater focus
on correctness. The "grammar translation technique™ was developed throughout the
18th and 19th centuries. They chose the method of translating to support grammatical
rules. Experts have acknowledged this technique as a model, and it has shown to be an
outstanding way for teaching current languages in the curriculum (Rao, 2019, p. 147).
The "direct technique" recommended avoiding the mother tongue, removing
translation into the mother tongue, and having a direct word-object relationship, with
grammar taking a back seat (Rastorguev, 1999, p. 10). The major goal of this technique
IS to increase students' thinking, however it focuses more on perfect pronunciation and
vocabulary than on grammar (Rao, 2019).

The direct approach was extended and modified by the audio-lingual method.
The major purpose was to improve oral fluency by speaking in the language of origin,
which is forbidden at the language school. It stands out for mechanically acquiring
conversations and vocabulary, which includes model activities as well as grammatical
phrase  pattern exercises (Rao, 2019). Following these approaches,
G. Palmer, M. West, Hornsby, and others created the Reading method and Oral
method.

C. Gattegno's Silent Way concentrated on structured grammar and vocabulary
courses. K. Gattegno emphasized vocabulary as the foundation of language
development. Because of the so-called silent manner, the instructor only utilizes 10 %
of the teaching time; the remaining 90 % should be provided to the pupils (Gattegno,
1976).

G. Lozanov is the creator of Suggestopedia. This strategy improves the student's
memory by tapping into latent cognitive resources such as music and physical and
mental calm. Students must memorize extensive lists of word pairings using this
strategy (Lozanov, 1978).

The Intensive Method of G. A. Kitaigorodskaya entails active communication in
the target language. It speeds up the learning process, which is the purpose of

education, as well as the primary methods and circumstances for achieving it
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(Kitaygorodskaya, 1982). All of the strategies discussed above prepared the way for
the communicative method, in which vocabulary and grammar are the primary
components of language learning. The communicative approach of language teaching's
major purpose is to build the communicative skills of the language learner while
acknowledging the connection of language and communication. "When utilizing
language in a communicative environment, grammar is learned subconsciously"” (Rao,
2019, p. 149).

When we examine the ways for teaching grammar and vocabulary, we see that
vocabulary and grammar play a prominent role at all stages and in all methods. The
communicative approach to teaching English is widely recognized for exhibiting
regular frameworks to introduce vocabulary and grammar. For example, employing
new words, phrases, and grammar to explain a scenario; playing word games;
providing references; learning grammar, words, and phrases through a short tale or
text; and arranging cards to be seen as frequently as possible (Khamitova,
Mukhtarkhanova, Zarkesheva, 2019). According to Richards and Rogers, there are two
basic functions of the teacher in foreign language instruction, including communicative
teaching: the first is to encourage communication between all participants in the class,
as well as between these participants and various activities and texts. The second
function is to participate in the training group as an individual participant. The latter
function is strongly tied to and originates from the first position's aims (Richards,
Rodgers, 2001). When studying English, there are occasions when you must pay close
attention to grammar or vocabulary. For example, if the lesson's lexical theme is "I
dreamed of an apartment" it is critical to review conditional moods and terms
connected to the topic ahead of time. It is preferable to deliver instructions pertaining
to the lexical or grammatical issue throughout the session rather than generalizing. For
example, saying, "When speaking, use the passive voice," is confusing and difficult to
evaluate. In other words, "replacing the active voice with a passive" is simple and clear.
The evaluation of a lexical or grammatical task is determined by the instruction given.
It is common practice to introduce and do vocabulary or grammar through the reading

text. We believe that including writing and listening exercises is a good idea. Grammar
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and vocabulary are therefore equally crucial in foreign language acquisition. As a
consequence, numerous practical approaches are used to teach lexical and grammatical
skills while addressing communicative problems in the course of foreign language
acquisition, allowing a balance between the fundamentals of foreign language learning.
On the other hand, teachers "shouldn't place too much emphasis on learners to create
grammatically acceptable phrases immediately after instruction™ (Nazari, Boustani,
Sheikhi, 2022, p. 10). The authors also emphasize that, teachers must pay particular
attention to the importance of emotions and student subjectivity in grammar education
since they are strongly related to students' perceptions of grammar as a highly flexible
ability that should be mastered. Because foreign language acquisition is strongly reliant
on the complicated cognitive process of information processing (Tatli, Saylan, Kokoc,
2022).

Participants

Participants were students and teachers of Gumilyov Eurasian National
University in Astana, Kazakhstan. In the questionnaire took part 30 students majoring
in different non-language specialties, average age was 17-19 years, with different
language levels (10 students of elementary level, 10 students of pre-intermediate level,
10 students intermediate level). We selected students with different levels to identify
their attitude towards grammar and vocabulary activities. A questionnaire was held in
Survey monkey site (https://ru.surveymonkey.com/dashboard/). 20 ESP teachers were
interviewed by researchers. ESP teachers teach English at different non-language
faculties.

Methods

The article used methods such as questionnaires, question-and-answer session
and data analysis. The questionnaire consists of open ended and closed questions.
Closed questions have several sub-questions to answer them using Likert scale
evaluation (strongly agree, agree, neutral, disagree, strongly disagree). The survey
asked about the following types of issues to get in-depth information for analysis:

1. Questions used to determine students' general attitudes and needs toward

English.
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2. Questions used to identify students' attitudes about grammatical and lexical

challenges in English classes.

3. Questions used to identify preferable types of work organized in the English

language class.

4. Questions used to determine approaches and activities (techniques) preferred

by students.

5. Questions used to identify students' own techniques how to work out grammar

and how to remember vocabulary.

The interview with teachers was conducted face-to-face, individually. The
interview questions comprised the following issues: 1. Teaching grammar separately
or in conjunction with other learning activities. 2. Teaching vocabulary on its own or
in conjunction with other learning activities. 3. How to keep students motivated while
teaching grammar. 4. Sharing with interactive websites or platforms teachers use to
improve students' vocabulary and grammar. Teachers were asked to give full and
specific answer.

Results and discussion

A questionnaire and question-and-answer session were held among instructors
and students to accomplish the research. While studying the works of scientists, a
concern developed regarding the attitudes of students and techniques used by teachers
in learning and teaching vocabulary and grammar in our country's English language
teaching and learning. The purpose of the first question was to identify students'
general attitudes and needs toward English.

According to the responses, students' motivation is generally positive (71 %),
and their demands for studying the topic varied. For example, if we examine the
respondents’ highly agreed answers, we can see that the majority of students (65 %)
consider that learning English is beneficial for finding a job, 35 % of respondents
would like to better understand English speaking people and their lifestyle, and 26 %
of respondents learn English to acquire other people's respect. 15 % of students would
like to meet and communicate with interesting individuals in English, while other
respondents (23 %) think that learning English enable them to think and behave like
English-speaking people. The next question's aim was to identify students' perspectives
on the grammatical and lexical difficulties they face in English lessons. In this respect,
the following results were provided: 40% of students say they find it difficult to learn
and use grammar and vocabulary because there isn't a natural setting for practice, they
don't have enough time in class to become comfortable with syntax and vocabulary,
they lack motivation, and the assignments are dull. The remaining 25% of respondents
state that they value vocabulary and grammar and they are satisfied with their results.

The aim of the following question was to detect students' choice regarding
grammar and vocabulary, which activities they mostly prefer.

As seen by their responses, students are fully aware that learning a language only
through grammar is difficult. According to students' answers 21 % chose grammar
activities, and they state their choice as following "I have a poor degree of command
of the English language,” "It is simple to accomplish grammar tasks," "It is easier to
do the assignment by putting it in a grammatical template,” "l prefer grammar
personally,” and "Grammar is the foundation of the language”. Students who preferred
vocabulary work (18 %), provided with the following reasons: "It is difficult to talk
without lexis and new words"”, "I want to expand my vocabulary,” "Tasks with
vocabulary are pleasant™. Respondents who chose tasks that combine all four learning
activities (writing, reading, speaking, and listening) proved their responses by "It is

necessary to grasp the language thoroughly,” "It is important to speak," "Vocabulary,

grammar is among these", "Needed to pass IELTS", "I would like to improve my
English" and so on. It should be noted that, students with lower level of English mostly
choose doing grammar exercises, it may be explained by their unconfident attitude
towards foreign language speaking.

Following that, we attempted to establish the types of activities and projects that

students prefer in English classes while learning grammar and vocabulary (Table 3).

As a consequence, respondents prefer pair and group work (82 %), assignments
on multiple online platforms (80 %), and interactive tasks (45 %). It means that
nowadays pair and group work is the core of any activity in language classroom.
Students prefer interactive tasks rather than doing lexical-grammar exercises. The last
question to identify students' own techniques to work out grammar and to remember
vocabulary was "Could you share with your own techniques how to work out grammar
and how to remember vocabulary?". Students' responses were really valuable and
interesting. Among them the most noticeable are "I watch video classes on grammar
in Y-tube", "I use Quizlet to learn new words", "I attend MOOC courses
independently”, "I watch films with subtitles”, "listen to music", "I have an English
speaking friend" etc.

Following that, there was an opportunity to interview instructors. The question-
and-answer session comprised a total of 20 professors. Four questions were posed to
teachers.

1. Do you teach grammar separately or in conjunction with other learning

activities? Please be specific.
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2. Do you teach vocabulary on its own or in conjunction with other learning
activities? Please elaborate.

3. Could you keep students motivated while discussing grammar? How?

4. Could you mention any interactive websites or platforms that you use to
improve your students' vocabulary and grammar?

According to the first question, 58 % of teachers supposed "I add grammar to
reading or writing activities," 22 % of respondents stated that they "Sometimes explain
grammar separately and conduct exercises," and 16 % of teachers responded that they
"add grammar to writing tasks". To the next question, "Do you teach vocabulary
separately or you mix it with other learning activities?" the great majority of instructors
answered, "l introduce the vocabulary combined with the text or grammatical
exercises, do exercises, and work it out." Teachers responded to the third question
"How could you keep pupils motivated while discussing grammar?", "l use video
lessons”, "I conduct online games", "Students are not young children”, "It will be more
successful if language is given in the context"”, "I give them assignments, they explain
to each other™, "I try to organize pair and group works", "I use mind maps, electronic
boards, visual aids " and so on. The teachers eagerly responded to the final question
and shared their experiences. Teachers use the following online interactive websites
and platforms to help students improve their vocabulary and grammar: 1. @Padlet —
https://ru.padlet.com, 2. @Seesaw — http://surl.li/djczq, 3.

According to the survey results, the great majority of modern English language
instructors incorporate vocabulary and grammar instructions into their everyday
classes when teaching reading, writing, listening, and speaking. In other words, while
not the primary emphasis of language study, vocabulary and grammar are typically
seen as supplementary skills. Although teaching grammar with other activities is
sometimes a desirable pedagogical method, there are times when grammar is the

exclusive emphasis of an English lesson. This is especially true if the instructor
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discovers that specific grammatical constructs are frequently disregarded or
misconstrued, despite the fact that such forms are critical to meaningful
communication.

Another challenge we should take into account is students' responses about their
problems with gramma and vocabulary in English classes: 'there isn't a natural
environment for practice, there isn't enough time in class to get familiar with grammar
and vocabulary, they lack motivation, and the assignments are boring'. In fact it is a
big challenge to think about. There arose another issue when we analyzed students'
own techniques to work out grammar and to remember vocabulary. Most of students
use modern means of internet technologies independently, like Y-tube, MOOC,
different platforms etc. If we compare the first and the second responses, the second
answer prevails. It means that an English teacher should meet the students' needs and
wants connected with learning grammar and vocabulary and English learning as a
whole. Because there is increasing significance and meaning of innovation in education
(Kapur, 2019) and an increasing number of different innovative technologies can
replace the teacher in class. Consequently, it was discovered that teaching the lexical
and grammatical aspects of speech remains a struggle. Contradictions were discovered
between traditional methods of teaching a foreign language and the practice of teaching
a subject in high-tech development and innovation, as well as between balancing the
teaching of vocabulary and grammar.

As for teaching methods we "must actively include the learners in the process if
they are to eventually grasp the language. As part of the process of participating in
grammar exercises, interaction with other students is crucial in determining how
students learn grammar (Nazari, Boustani, Sheikhi, 2022, p. 10). Tatli, Saylan, Kokoc
offer digital storytelling method as an effective tool to overcome above mentioned
challenges (Tatli, Saylan, Kokoc, 2022).Chiu, Chen, Tai suggest 'peer cooperation' can
help learners to develop more suitable and proper vocabulary and grammar. For
example, when participating in conversations, learners might be encouraged to write

down alternative suitable and grammatically accurate replies, exchange views, and
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explain reasons why one solution is superior than another (Chiu, Chen, Tai, 2022,
p. 15).

Conclusion

Currently, the issue of teaching English in the country is one of the significant
research topics of scientists. Many issues arise including methods of teaching English,
principles etc.. Instructional English requires careful consideration of students'
attention, motivation and a thorough examination of teaching techniques. In this work
theoretical examination of the dependency between vocabulary and grammar was
examined. It is known from the evolution of language instruction that grammar and
vocabulary are closely related. However, there is still a debate among scholars about
giving priority to one of the vocabulary and grammar, teaching more vocabulary or
grammar. To accomplish so, we initially concentrated on the notions of "vocabulary,"
"grammar”. Given the prevalence of communicative learning, some researchers are
now attempting to ignore grammar entirely. However, it is known that the basic
foundation of any language is grammar. Now some scholars believe that vocabulary
has not yet been properly evaluated and that language can be learned by mastering
vocabulary. Without vocabulary and grammar, the actions of communicating, skills of
reading and writing and listening cannot be done. Consequently, this means that the
study of wvocabulary and grammar should be carried out at each lesson
interdependently. As a result of questionnaire there were discussed some challenges
connected with modern methods to grab students' attention. While working with
grammar rules or learning new words teachers shouldn't forget that nowadays students
experience different types of technologies and innovative courses outside the English
class as well. This topic may be an issue for further research.

Annotation. The status of haupt / head lexemes is revealed, in relation to which
the authors adhere to the traditional point of view regarding the use of the terms *'semi-
affix”, "relatively related morpheme”, "relative affix". Derivatives with the first
component haupt / head with a different number of lexico-semantic variants are
defined, and an epidigmatic and semantic study of their internal structure is carried
out. The lexico-semantic variants of the haupt / head components were analyzed, which
made it possible to trace their semantic possibilities when projecting semes onto the
internal structure and onto the structure of derivatives of these components.

Keywords: lexico-semantic variant, semantic structure; composites; methods of
word formation; epidigmatic analysis; part of speech affiliation.

COMMITTEE ON ETHICS OF PSYCHOLOGICAL AND PEDAGOGICAL

Annotation. Within the framework of this article, the activities of the committee
on the ethics of psychological and pedagogical research are analyzed as a means of
overcoming the "academic fraud" of students studying in the enlarged group of
specialties "Education and Pedagogical Sciences". In modern scientific literature, the
term "academic fraud" denotes a wide range of violations of the rules of education that
take place in educational organizations of different levels. The most common of them:
cheating, incorrect borrowing when writing papers, unauthorized collaboration with
other students when performing individual assignments. The widespread prevalence of
dishonest behavior in education, called "academic fraud", threatens the quality of

academic work, reduces the efficiency and competitiveness of education, negatively
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affects the quality of training of students of pedagogical specialties. The purpose of the
article is to characterize the possibilities of a special structure — the Committee on
Research Ethics, which evaluates and reveals manifestations of dishonest behavior of
students. Experience has shown that the activity of the committee on the ethics of
psychological and pedagogical research is one of the effective means of combating
academic fraud. Currently, on the basis of many universities and research
organizations, structures are being created that perform similar functions, focused on
monitoring compliance with ethical standards and norms.

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Annotation. This paper presents the findings of a study on the listening skills of
university students. Because listening is still a neglected ability, the authors propose
that it should be taught at the university level in order to promote communicative
competence and, in particular, proficiency in English. The article begins with a
theoretical review of teaching listening. Then it introduces realistic and effective
assignments and materials that are relevant for the Kazakhstan university context and
will help students increase their listening skills. The authors offer the effective activities
to improve students’ listening skills. Since mastering oral speaking in a foreign
language requires understanding the interlocutor's speech during face-to-face

communication as well as on radio, television, and other mass media material, listening
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is a crucial and sophisticated type of speech activity. The paper demonstrates that
effective exercises are the key to better understanding of the listening material and its
benefit for other skills.

Introduction

Presently, knowledge of foreign language is not required for only studying
abroad but also it is considered as a determining element of the competitiveness of a
specialist in the labor market. In Kazakhstan knowledge of foreign language is
becoming more demanded. The necessity of the language knowledge was emphasized
by the President of Republic of Kazakhstan K. K. Tokayev that taking into account
global trends, special attention should be paid to priority subjects such as mathematics,
languages and computer science (Tokayev, 2022).

Moreover, the latest reforms in the education system of the Republic of
Kazakhstan have influenced all stages of education. These changes affected the
teaching at university level as well. It is due to universities’ responsibilities for
preparation of future specialists who are well educated and good at foreign languages.

In order to meet the communicative needs of learners, language learning is a
protracted, difficult, and complex process that necessitates knowledge of fundamental
grammar, vocabulary, phonological elements, and communicative functions in
addition to the four fundamental language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and
writing. The ability to listen while speaking is likely the one that is most frequently
used for various linguistic activities. Contrary to popular opinion, understanding what
you're hearing is everything but a passive task. The listener must distinguish between
sounds, comprehend vocabulary and grammatical structures, interpret stress and

intonation, retain what was learned in all of the aforementioned steps, and interpret it
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within the immediate as well as the larger sociocultural context of the utterance. This
iIs a complex, active process (Vandergrift, 1999, p. 168). Such disregard for the
development of listening skills may seem quite absurd given that, according to Burley-
, more than 40 % of the time we spend communicating each day is spent listening, 35
% speaking, 16 % reading, and only 9 % of the time communicating each day is spent
writing. Listening is considered to be one of the challenging skills to teach as students
do not have opportunities to listen to real speech (Flowerdew and Miller, 2005).
Scholars, teachers and methodologists of foreign language teaching have been
conducting a serious theoretical search in the study of listening, and work on practice
of teaching is being renewed, developed and improved nowadays.

Creating effective conditions for students studying a foreign language at
university level will increase students’ listening skills. Search for new methods and
techniques for teaching listening which make the process of perception of foreign
language speech more effective are relevant. New methods and techniques used for
teaching listening skills at university will contribute to pave the way to better
understanding and improve students’ listening skills.

The aim of the research is to identify the main aspects of teaching listening on
the basis of the study of all available sources and work experience in teaching listening
at university level and creation of effective activities to overcome the challenges in
teaching English to university students.

Literature Review

Language is an important means of communication; human society is not able
to exist without it. Nowadays, new technologies and innovations are being introduced,
all sectors of the economy are switching to a digital model, and the mobility of human
resources is growing. All these changes require improving the communicative
competence of people, especially foreign language skills. The main goal of a foreign
language is to form communicative competence, i. e. ability and readiness to carry out
foreign interpersonal and intercultural communication with native speakers. English
plays an important role among foreign languages. It should be noted that the scale of

the spread of the English language in the world practice is perceived quite ambiguously
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by different researchers (Castells, 2001). Thus, in most cases, English language
proficiency is considered one of the most important conditions for integration into the
world community, an essential element of positive social changes, economic well-
being and new technologies.

Thus, great attention is paid to effective teaching and learning foreign languages
currently. It is obvious that foreign language learning is a long, difficult and time —
consuming action which demands knowledge of grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation.
A foreign language is taught in two forms: oral (listening and speaking skills) and
written (reading and writing skills). Of all these four skills, listening is connected with
speaking and used often for various purposes of language. Listening requires listeners
to make meaning from the oral input by drawing upon their background knowledge of
the world and of the second language and produce information in their long term
memory and make their own interpretations of the spoken passages. The above given
statements are contrary to the belief that listening comprehension is anything but a
passive activity. It is a complex, active process in which the listener must discriminate
between sounds, understand vocabulary and grammatical structures, interpret stress
and intonation, retain what was gathered in all of the above, and interpret it within the
immediate as well as the larger sociocultural context of the utterance (Vandergrift,
1999). One should emphasize that listeners need to be active to receive information
(Bidabadi, 2011)

Scholars Goh and Taib underlined that beginners and intermediate level students
should be paid more attention to listening (Goh, Taib, 2006).Therefore, teachers should
plan the activities related to listening in detail.

Listening is a meaningful understanding of auditory speech. It is a receptive type
of speech activity and, first of all, is aimed at identifying, extracting and processing the
information. Comparing the process of listening to the process of reading, it builds the
following logical chains for listening: We hear — we listen; we listen for reading; We
see — we look — we read. The process of listening involves hearing, listening,
recognizing spoken language and interpreting spoken characters, bringing them into

characters.
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After his interpretation the term has been used in works on psychology and
methodology of teaching foreign languages. Many studies have been conducted in the
field of studying the process of auditory perception of speech, in which scientists have
defined the concept of “listening”. Most researchers adhere to the definition given by
Z. A. Kochkina: “Listening is the process of perception and understanding of audible
speech”, making their own additions and clarifications to it (Kochkina, 2015).

Distinctive features of listening as a type of speech activity were highlighted by
I. A. Zimnyaia.

1. By the nature of speech communication, listening as well as speaking refers
to the types of speech activities that implement oral direct communication (although
information can be transmitted by technical devices).

2. According to its role in the communication process, listening is a reactive type
of speech activity, as well as reading.

3. Direction to the reception or delivery of the information (voice message)
listening comprehension is the receptive kind in contrast speaking and writing.

4. The main form of listening is internal. The basis of the internal mechanism of
listening is such mental processes as perception by ear, attention, recognition and
comparison of language means, their identification, anticipation, grouping, retention in
memory, inference — that is, the re-creation of someone else's thought and an adequate
reaction to it. Therefore, the subject of listening is someone else's thought, encoded in
the text and subject to recognition.

5. The product of listening is inference, and its result is already an understanding
of the perceived semantic content and one's own response behavior — speech or non-
speech (Zimnyaia, 1976).

The term “listening” as a foreign language skill is explained by foreign language
teaching professionals. For example, E. I. Passov explained the term “listening” as
“listening with comprehension” or “comprehension of what is said” (Passov, 1989).
According to Bacon listening is the basic skill in language learning and learners spend
half of the time dealing with listening. Listening takes an important place learning a

foreign language (Bacon, 1992). Anderson stated that “we only become aware of what
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remarkable feats of listening we achieve when we are in an unfamiliar listening
environment, such as listening to a language in which we have limited proficiency”
(Anderson, 2005). Many people think that they master the foreign language if they can
speak and write, however, if people don’t acquire the skills of listening, it will be
concern to communicate in a foreign language.

Listening plays an important role in learning a foreign language, especially in
the communicative — based direction. As an ultimate outcome of learning, listening is
thought to be the goal of teaching. It should be able to comprehend two-way
communication in interactions (such as T-S, S1, S2, and CL) as well as deliberate
reading comprehension at a normal reading speed with some interruptions (unknown
words) from the teacher's voice or recording.

The opportunity to achieve three goals, including raising, education, and
development, is provided by mastering listening skills. Through listening, children are
able to understand what is being said, form the semantic meaning of speech, and
develop a culture of listening in both their own language and a foreign language. The
educational value of understanding what is being said has a good effect on a child's
memory development, which is crucial for studying any subject, including foreign
languages.

Identifying the challenges students encounter while listening can help us better
grasp the challenges in teaching listening. The fact that "words may also be spoken
very differently from how they appear in print™ is one clear barrier (Bloomfield et al,
2010). The student may have difficulty identifying the words that make up the spoken
discourse since the acoustics of spoken language frequently differ significantly from
the structure of written language. In addition, “listeners, unlike readers, do not have the
luxury of regular gaps that signify where words begin or stop” (Vandergrift, 2007),
indicating that pupils are also attempting to interpret the spoken words in addition to
trying to recognize them despite their foreign pronunciation.

Prosodic features of spoken discourse, such as where the stress falls, weak and
strong word forms, and intonation, in addition to pronunciation and the recognition of

word boundaries, also affect how well listeners comprehend spoken passages.
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Speaking in short, loosely connected phrases or clusters rather than consistently
complete sentences is another characteristic of spoken discourse (Osada, 2004; Field,
2008). 13, 14 Mispronunciation, hesitation, rephrasing of utterances, repetition, and
even losing track of what one is trying to say can all affect verbal interaction.

Another thing to keep in mind is that the language used “tends to be far more
colloquial and much less formal” (Osada, 2004) than what the student may be used to,
which could lead to confusion if their vocabulary knowledge is unfamiliar with such
expressions. This is because “an obvious factor that can influence comprehension of a
spoken passage is the overlap between the listener's vocabulary knowledge and the
vocabulary of the passage” (Osada, 2004).

The term “attention” refers to a person's focus on a certain topic for
understanding or study. From the perspective of auditory activity, attention signals the
start of participation in the process of hearing and processing oral speech. Voluntary,
involuntary, and post-voluntary attention is three different types of attention that
psychologists identify.

Both internal and external unexpected circumstances, such as specific
characteristics of object acting on a person right now, might lead to involuntary
attention. This could be due to the information's emotional connotation, the effect of
prior knowledge, or the novelty and peculiarity of the message received.

Voluntary attention is intentional, active, and takes mental concentration to
sustain during action. The awareness of significant information is what drives this kind
of cognitive activity.

Both voluntary and involuntary aspects of attention are present in postvoluntary
attention. Although it serves clear objectives, upkeep is not necessary. The following
attentional qualities are crucial for effective listening: “concentration — the capacity to
concentrate on the main thing; selectivity — concentrating on the most significant
objects; distribution — the presence of several different objects in the mind at the same
time or the performance of a complex activity that includes many operations at the
same time. The success of auditory activity depends on the ability to retain perceived

information in memory. There are three types of memory: short-term, long-term and
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operational. Short-term memory is used to hold an audio message for a few seconds
and then transfer some of the information to long-term memory. Long-term memory is
a repository of auditory-articulatory images of words, phrases, syntactic constructions,
grammatical structures, rules and schemes for their connection. Low accuracy in
hearing and processing sound information as well as weak noise immunity are
characteristics of operative memory, especially in the early stages of learning.

The listener records words and phrases in his working memory while listening,
blends what he is hearing now with what he has heard in the past, and converts the
succession of incoming sound signals into a simultaneous integral signal. Short-term
and working memory plays a service role. With their help, a certain part of the
information enters the long-term memory, and the success of this function depends on
the qualitative and quantitative selection, on the method of introducing the material
and its consolidation. The effectiveness of speech perception mechanisms, which in
turn are developed and enhanced in the process of executing activities for teaching
listening at all levels of text comprehension, is essential for successful perception and
interpretation of foreign speech by ear. This is illustrated in Table 1.

More thought should go into listening mechanisms.

Speech perception is the first element. Methodists categorize listening

comprehension into three stages: executive, analytical-synthetic, and incentive-

motivational.

In the initial stage, the listener's objective is to comprehend the audio message.

He needs to turn on the auditory canal in order to hear information.

The motivation of the listener is increased if the audio message is clear,

fascinating, and appropriate for his age and cultural background. Both naturally and

artificially, i.e. for educational objectives, the desire to hear and comprehend a clear

message may arise.

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The implementation of gradually growing more complicated mental
operations in phases is the next level of sound information perception and
understanding:

Language units are identified and chosen from the speech stream, perceived
language units are compared to standards of perception already stored in memory,
similar perceived language units are issued with standards of perception, and
semantic connections are made between text segments.

The listener infers, comprehends, and understands the information of the
message at the final stage of auditory message perception. Methodologists consider
the inner speech process using a variety of techniques. Therefore, it represents the
interaction of several systems from a physiological perspective and consists of
auditory, visual, speech-motor, and motorographic representations. In the process of
hearing and processing speech by ear, the inner speech mechanism is crucial. It
enables people to understand verbal signals, anticipate events, and form
generalizations — even when there is background noise. The observed sound signal
Is processed by “internal imitation," which is then transformed into an articulatory
signal. This does not imply that the listener verbatim expresses all that he hears.
These may take the form of spatial patterns, images, intonation echoes, specific
words, etc.

Short-term memory loss, according to psychologists, is thought to be caused
by interference, which is manifested by the resemblance of perceived elements. The
capacity to estimate the possibility of specific events in the future using information
from prior experience is known as anticipation or probabilistic forecasting.
Forecasting is divided into structural and semantic types. The first has to do with
understanding the range of lexical unit compatibility. The second is governed by the
context, potential scenarios that call for the usage of particular structures, cliches,
and speech styles, and other factors.

At the phonetic level, anticipation is based on selecting the best sound decision
and is influenced by knowledge about the alleged sound order in words. The first

noises and the middle percussion sounds are the most crucial for perception when
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listening. There is more information packed into shorter words than longer ones. This
explains why their recognition is particularly difficult. The sorts of syntactic and
semantic linkages serve as the foundation for phrase prediction at the language level.
Certain issues arise from syntactic constructs. It needs a mental distribution of
difficult phrases and a simultaneous overview of the entire structure to understand
them. It can be challenging to remember all the details, connect many facts in a
common context, and deduce the message's underlying meaning when forecasting at
the text level.

Mastering listening skills gives an opportunity to realize three aims of
education such as upbringing, educational and developing. Listening makes it
possible for students to listen and comprehend what is said, to form the semantic
content of speech and thus to educate culture of listening not only in a foreign
language but in native language. The educational meaning of comprehension of
what is said, impacts positively on the development of child’s memory, that is very
important not only for the learning a foreign language but also any other subject.

For the successful mastering of listening skills it is necessary to use various
methods in teaching a foreign language. Methods of teaching are a complex of
didactic techniques and tools which influence the achievement of educational aims.
Methods of teaching are interconnected ways of purposeful activity of the teacher
and student. They are sequential alternation of ways of interaction of the teacher and
student, directed to achievement of the definite didactic aim.

The term “methods” is a Greek word and means “way to something” — the way
of achievement of the aims. It is the way of acquisition of knowledge. Any method
of teaching assumes the aim, system of actions, and ways of teaching and intended
result. A student is an object and subject of the teaching method.

M. N. Skatkin studied methods as a cognitive activity and defined that
methods can be:

» explanatory — illustrative (story, lecture, conversation, demonstration and
others;

» reproductive (solution of tasks, revision of experience);
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> problem — based (problem — based tasks, cognitive tasks and others);

> partly —search;

» research (Skatkin, 1949).

A researcher U. K. Babansky explored methods as well and considered them
as a component of activity. U. K. Babansky divided them as:

e organizational — effective — methods of organization and implementation
of learning and cognitive activity;

e stumilating — methods of stimulating and motivation of learning and
cognitive activity;

e control — evaluative — methods of control and self-control of learning —
cognitive activity efficiency (Babansky, 1989).

If we talk about listening methods they depend on the aim of listening material.
At the initial stage listening contributes to the achievement of the educational aim,
providing students with the opportunity to understand statements in the language of
another nation.

Listening makes it possible to master the sound side of the target language, its
phonemic composition and intonation; rhythm, stress, and melody. Through
listening, the lexical composition of the language and its grammar structure are
assimilated. At the same time, listening makes it easier to master speaking, reading,
and writing.

The work on listening starts with learning a phonetic system. The correct
pronunciation of sounds determines the correct transmission of thought, on the one
hand, and the correct understanding of speech, on the other. In order to teach students
correct pronunciation it is important to focus on pronunciation from the first lessons.
It is necessary to provide students with sufficient number of training exercises in
perception of sounds. For this purpose it is crucial to select a phonetic material
carefully. Material for teaching phonetics should contain not only exercises on
sounds and sound combinations, but also peculiarities of phonetic phenomena and
intonation models of the language. The material for teaching phonetics is selected

according to the following principles.
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1. Correspondence to the needs of communication.

2. Stylistic principle.

3. Normativity of pronunciation.

4. Taking into account the peculiarities of the students.

Phonetic exercises are the main way of formation of pronunciation skills and
teaching it through listening is one of the effective methods. They realize some
important educational objectives:

a) anticipating and removing the possible phonetic complexities of any order —
auditory, pronouncing, rhythmic-intonation;

b) practice of phonetic skills that for some reason are insufficiently formed;

C) creating a positive learning environment;

d) creating motivation to learn a foreign language.

These objectives define the peculiarities of phonetic exercises and one can
distinguish the following.

1. Short-term character (5-10 minutes). Thanks to this feature, phonetic
exercise does not dominate in the class and it allows younger students to concentrate
better, focus on the learning process, and avoid fatigue.

2. Correspondence to the main vocabulary and grammar material. This
requirement allows teachers not to practice listening material but also work on
vocabulary and grammar of the lesson.

3. Correspondence to the age of learners. This factor reduces the difficulty of
perception of the material, optimizes the rate of assimilation of pronouncing units,
and allows you to organize a motivated and effective training of the educational
material.

4. Activization of learners’ attention. This feature plays an important role in
mastering the passive phonetic minimum, namely, on the one hand, it contributes to
a gradual increase in the volume and time of concentration, on the other hand, it
develops attention in listening.

5. A combination of imitative exercises with exercises for independent

reproduction of phonetic material. This feature means that phonetic exercise
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mobilizes the students' thought processes, which contributes to the development of
phonemic listening.

6. Gaming character. It is known that games contribute to the activation of
cognitive and creative activity of students, develop their thinking, attention and
memory, and increase motivation to learn a foreign language.

7. Content. Another important factor affecting the effectiveness of phonetic
exercise as a means of forming the phonetic skills of university students is its content.

In order to shorten the time needed to go over the lexical material that was
introduced earlier within the conversational topic and ensure that the logical
information chain is not broken, it is advised that the audio material be related to the
unit that is presently being covered in the class.

It is important to consider the student's level of preparation and the volume of
the text while selecting a text for listening.

Before students even begin to listen to the text, the teacher's job is to promote
perception by removing any phonetic, lexical, or grammatical barriers.

In accordance with the task, there are:

— Listening while fully comprehending the material;

— Listening while comprehending the main ideas;

— Listening while extracting only the information you need.

After completing the activities, the possibility of giving students a printed text
is not excluded while listening with complete comprehension of the text (“listening
for comprehensive information™). This will allow students to detect the
misunderstood words and hazy phrases and to practice “self-control”.

This is applicable while hearing a song or a poem. High levels of concentration
in memory and attention are needed for detailed listening. It is sufficient to read the
text twice while listening with a comprehension of the major points (skim listening).
If the text is lengthy, you can take brief breaks after each logically concluded
paragraph during the second hearing. One hearing is sufficient when selective

information is extracted (listening for partial understanding), as this allows one to
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focus on the primary information and forget the secondary and superfluous
information. Three phases can be identified in listening instruction:

— Pre-text (before listening);

— Text (while listening);

— Post-text (after listening).

There is a discourse between the teacher and the pupil at the beginning. The
first's job is to set up and get ready for listening. It is possible to present visual
supports that include the title of the text, unfamiliar or complex terminology
according to the teacher, as well as an image (perhaps a picture or a photograph) that
Is related to the text. Let's use the example of first-year language students in higher
education to illustrate our point.

Methods

Two surveys were held in order to reveal the difficulty of understanding the
information included in the sounding text on a scale of 1 to 5 (1 = not difficult, 2 =
somewhat not difficult, 3 = tough, 4 = somewhat difficult, 5 = very difficult). 100
respondents-students of L. N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University majoring in
foreign languages participated in the surveys. Respondents were asked to rank the
difficulty of understanding the information included in the sounding text on a scale
of 1 to 5 (1 = not difficult, 2 = somewhat not difficult, 3 = tough, 4 = somewhat
difficult, 5 = very difficult) at the start and end of the experiment.

Results and discussions

The findings of two surveys done at the start and end of the academic year
among one hundred training participants (n = 100) show a good trend in students'
perceptions of the difficulty of listening as a sort of foreign language speech activity.
According to the findings of the second survey, the percentage of students who
identified listening as a “very difficult” type of assignment in a foreign language
reduced to 32 % from 41 % prior to the commencement of training. Simultaneously,
the proportion of students who consider this sort of speech activity “quite not tough”
or “not difficult” increased (from 15 % to 21 % and 18 % to

24 %, respectively).
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The following activities have been used during the experiment.

Students are urged to listen to an audio clip of a country-specific nature called
“Life without a beam of sun” as part of their study of the topic “There is no place
like home”. The passage describes a tiny underground settlement in “What do you

What unusual places for living do you know?

Tell where the apartment is located and what it looks like by looking at the
photo. (Visual aid, images that can be downloaded from the Internet)

Make sure to concentrate on careful vocabulary and grammar.

Create new sentences using your own words.

You can structure the work so that the first person reads aloud in English and
the second person translates the pronounced sentence into Kazakh, focusing their
attention, helping them to remember new words, and helping them to improve their
listening skills. This will help the others to listen intently to the examples of their
peers. The activities at this point serve to stimulate students to work, expose them to
the subject, get them ready for listening, and, if necessary, clear up any lexical or
grammatical issues.

At the following step, known as the text stage, students listen to the text and
attempt to comprehend the main ideas, the text's subject, and the key details.
Determine the type of text by listening to it (for example a description, an opinion
article, a narrative). While you are reading, consider your own heading. | tell you
what.

Before listening, assign tasks such as: Listen to the text and tell what type of
text it is (for example a description, an opinion article, a narrative). Listen to the text
and come up with your own heading. Guess what...? If the book is not about a
specific country, but rather about a scenario or episode in the narrator's life, you can
pause while listening and ask the students to forecast or estimate how the story will
conclude. The post-text stage provides numerous opportunities to measure
understanding of the content heard while also improving abilities in other sorts of

speech activity.

These activities help pupils
improve both their writing and reading skills. Another set of post-text assignments
Is designed to develop speaking skills.

Do you agree with the narrator or disagree?

With whom do you agree? Give your own reasons.

This work is appropriate if the audio recording contains a statement of multiple
people's viewpoints on a certain problem. The number of exercises will be
determined by the students' degree of preparation, activity, and interest, as well as
the amount of time available in the class. If a student is appropriately motivated,
learning to listen may be a very exciting, rich, educational, and cognitive activity.
Possession of this talent ensures communication success, which includes the capacity
to speak and understand English. Listening, in addition to its primary objective,
fosters memory, thinking, imagination, and perception, so contributing to an
individual's whole growth.

Conclusion

Learning to listen is a fairly relevant process of teaching English, since without
listening, verbal communication is impossible. The concept of listening includes the
process of perceiving and understanding sounding speech by ear. The
communicative feature of listening as a type of speech activity plays a major role in
the first stage of teaching English. In addition, today, listening can be attributed to
developmental learning. This is explained by the fact that the very process of
listening to speech provides for the memorization of various types of texts, which
improves memory and develops horizons; the use of metaphorical expressions,
which trains attention, and, finally, the ability to listen and understand what is heard,
which brings up attentiveness to the interlocutor. Thus, all of the above allows us to
fully appreciate the benefits of teaching listening in English lessons. In conclusion,
students reported an improvement in their capacity to absorb information by ear, an
increase in volume, and a decrease in worry about not understanding English speech,
which had a favorable impact on their motivation to continue studying a foreign
language. As a result, one of the most important responsibilities in the training of
specialists is the development of the skill to listen to foreign speech. Listening
activities consist of not only conventional exercises but also student independent
work and listening to authentic lectures in simulated conditions of real
communication, contribute to the full inclusion of students in subsequent
professional communication in a foreign language, both in the business and academic
fields, as well as to the development of interest in learning a foreign language.
